Coronavirus has spread to more than 150 countries and claimed more than 8,000 lives.

There are now more than 200,000 confirmed cases, the majority outside China where the virus originated.
Europe is now at the centre of the crisis with cases and deaths are increasing rapidly in many countries. The rise
in the number of daily confirmed cases internationally has led the World Health Organization (WHO) to declare
its spread a global pandemic. This is when an infectious disease is passing easily from person to person in many
parts of the world at the same time. More than 82,000 people in China have been diagnosed with coronavirus since
its emergence in the city of Wuhan, Hubei province, in December. But there are now more than 120,000 confirmed
cases outside China, according to John Hopkins University.
